Summer Visitors spotted Bluethroat belong to the same general family as the more 

This month we will discuss four of our Summer visitors who will, by common Blackbird and Robin but tend to have more salective 

now, be well ontheir way to rearing their new families before returning habitats; therefore, you are more likely to see them when you are out 
South for the Winter. The Wheatear, Redstart, Stonechat and White for a walk, rather than in your garden. 

Wheatear 
The Wheatear is nearly half-an-inch larger than the Robin and spends the Winter in North- 

Africa. If you are on holiday around the Mediterranean then you should watch outforup toa 
dozen different spacies of Wheatear. The breading male has a grey crown and back, white 
eye stripe and black cheeks; the breast is a warm buff colour fading to & pale belly and the 

wings are black. The most distinguishing feature, as with all Wheatears, is the black “T" an 

the tail which stands out against the white rump. They are normally seen in open country 
such a grassy downs and moorland. The german name forthe Wheatear is Steinschmétzer. 

Redstart 

The Redstart |s the same size as the Robin and also spends its Winter in Africa. The maleis a 

particularly attractive bird with its grey forehead mantle, white forehead, black throat and 

arange breast, but it is the firey chestnut tail which is often first neticed and from which it 
derives its name. The Redstart is usually seen in woodland and parks but its close relative - 

the Black Redstart is all black expect for white wingpatches and a similar rufous tail, and is 

also seen regularly in this area. The German name for Redstart is Gartenrotschwanz 
(Garden red tail) and the Black Redstart is Hausrotschwanz (House red tail). 

Stonechat 

The Stonechat is half-an-inch shoriar than the Robin and can usually be seen perched on 

weeds such as thistles on heathland or open farmland. This perky little bird spends its 
Winter just north of the Mediterranean and the male can easily be recognised in Summer 
with its hlack head and thraat, chestnut breast, and dark back and wings, it has contrasting 

white paiches on ite neck, semp and wings. The German name for Storechat s 
Sehwarrkahichen and the Rahbin is 8 Rotkehlchen 

White-Spotted Bluethroat 

The White-spotted Bluethroat is the same size as the Robin but is rather shy and is normally 

seen in swampy and marshy thickets by fresh water. The maleis the most spectacular of the 

four species discussed here and in Summer the white spot stands out on the bright blue 

threat which is bordered by a black and red band on the breast. It also has a pale evestripe 

and a rufous base to the tail. The Bluethroat is not often seen in UK, therefore it is worth 

making the effort to see itwhilstin Germany or Haolland. The German name far Bluethroat is 
Elaukehlchen.

Krickenbecker Seen: illustrated on front cover. 

Less than half-an-hours drive from Bheindahlen is the Krickenbecker Seen 
nature reserve, This is an ideal spot for a family day-0cul and is approximately 5 
kms South-East of Venlo, Four lakes surround Schioss Krickenbeck (which is 
not open to the public) and the lakes are set amongst mature woodland with odd 
stretches of marsh and reed beds 

There are numerowus foatpaths through the woods and around tha lakeswhers g 

gaod variety of birds can be seen throughout the year. Birds sean in the last few 
weeks have included Nightingale, Kingfisher, Great-Crested Grebe with young, 
Lesser-Spotted Woodpecker, Nuthatch, Short-toed Treecreeper and many 
Gray Haron, If you do not wish to walk you can always hire the German 
equivalent of a Tri-Shaw and pedal around the arga in comfort! 

Other facilities include minlature golf, rowlng boats, swimming pool, fishing and 
horse-riding. It almaost goes without saying that there are several Gaststatie and 
Speise-Restaurants in the vicinity where you can getacup of cofles and acaka, 

anice cream, Of 8 very supstantial meal. The folowing nave besn sampied and 
can be recommendsd - Gaststatta Seehof, Hotel-Restaurant Strandbad, 
Secretis Speise-Restaurant, but our favourite is still the Gaststdtte Aestaurant 
Leuthar Muhle!

The Diary of Anne Frank 
If you are reading this in the comfort of your own home then take 
careful note of the dimensions of the room in which you are sitting. 

Now discard the furniture and replace it with “basic”, well-worncheap 
chairs, a table and a tawdry bed-settes and find yourself incarcerated 
with two families with leenage children and an inflexible batchelor 
who will live with you indefinitely and you will begin to appreciate the 
conditions in which Anne Frank spend her formative teenage years, 

To exacerbate the problems of living in very close confinament, there 

must be no movemant or conversation during the working hours of the 
factory ower which you live; the sitting room functions also as a 
bedroom and there is a constant fear of discovery. 

Such was the setting in which Anne Frank lived and wrote har diary, 

dramatised by Frances Goodrich and Albert Hackett, which was the 

Ariel Theatre Guild submission to this year's BFG Drama Festival. 

For the production the Guild returned to the Main Theatre at 
Rheindahlen where the stage, lighting and sound effects were all used 
to their maxzimum advantage, Particularly pleasing was the clarity and 
accuracy of the scund effects which rendered avery authentic Dutch- 
town atmosphere of traffic, carilon and steam organ. 

The cast wera excellent with an outstanding performance by Wendy 
Grimmett who portrayed not only the young authoress but also the 

narrator, Her ability to "grow” on stage from a young 13 year oldto a 
mature 15 was truly impressive. 

This was a memerable production, excellent in every respect - cast, 

props and set. It soon bacame obvious that Ariel were inspired to 
honour the mamory of Anpne Frank and those who shared her 

horrendous experience. It would have been easy for the frequent 
periods of tension to have reduced the play to @ melodrama but all was 
held firmly under control and the touchas of humeur and humanity 
which punctuated the script, effectively lowered the theatrical 
temperature. It was particularly apt that there was no curtain call, only 
the spotlit diary standing alone and desolate in that awesome room. 

It was an emotive evening after which there were disturbed nights for 
many of us who witnessed the performance. [n this respect it was not 

only a tribute to Anne Frank but also to the many thousands who, even 

today, live under a constant threat. Such was the standard of this 
production!

The Earl of Sandwich may have inspired the first sandwich, bul | am sure that hunter's loaf was 
invented by a woman faced with the task of making scores of sandwiches. So here are a few suggestions for your 'Picnic Basket' 

Hunler's Loai 

1 French Stick | tablespoon of chopped gherking 
50 /2 ozs butter 1-2 tablespoons chopped spring onions 
1-2 teaspoons of made mustard ar chives 

2 tablespoons tomato ketchup 350 g/M2 czs liver sauce or cooked ham 
{or other savoury salce) (The ingredianis can ba varied according to tasts) 

Cut both ends off the French loaf and scoop out all the fresh crumb. This is not as difficult as it sounds but it does require a little patience. I the French loaf 
is very long cut it in two pieces, Cream the butter with 1-2 teaspoons of made mustard and tomato ketchup. Add the chopped gherkins, Spring anions or 
chives, Gradually mix with the liver sausage or cooked ham, Split the loal lengthways and spread with bulter and filling. It is best made the night before. 

Wrap in tin foil and chill overnight. Just before leaving for your picnic, cut into slices and re-wrap in fell for transportation. Pack a few pickled cucumbers 
1o eat with It -or some crunchy celery stalks.

Mix all the ingredients together and bind with the beaten egas, Turn this into a well-gressed 2 ib loaf tin and cover with foil. Mow put the tin into a larger 
baking tin or dish, which contains about an inch of cold water. Bake in a moderate oven, Gas mark 4, 1807, for 1 1/2 hours.

The next recipe is quite delicious if you like anything curried. It is best made the night before in order 1a let the ingredients infuse.

275 g/10 ozs nca 2 desserispoons curry powder (to tasie) 

2 tablespoons of mayonnaise 1-2 leaspoons curry powder (1o tasie) 
1 anion (chopped finaly) 1 banana (optional) 

Boil the rice. Wait until the rice has cooled and then add the ingredients togather. PUtl in an airtight contalner and store in the refrigerator until reguired,

addition, Stir in the vanilla essence, tha flour and the melted chocolate. Finally add the chopped nuts and ratsing {or cherries) and stir them evanly through 

the mixture, Baka in a moderately hot oven about Gas Mark 4, 3757F, 1805C for 358 minutes ar until it is cooked. Turn onto a wiretray to cool, Cutinto 12 

lingers when it s cold and sprinkle with caster sugar. These fingers keep very well in an airtight tin.

Given the choice this month's has to be 
preferred to Octopussy, for the simple reason that it has Sean 
Connery as Bond. The Roger Moore Bond films are sheer absurd fun 
but Connery some how manages to inject some reality into the action 

and make a person of our superherao. 

Anather big draw at the box office is the impassive Mr, Eastwood. A 
pity that his latest offering Sudden impact should be more noteworthy 

for violence and cyniclsm than for acting or plot! 

Yet another male superstar, (whatever happened to female 

superstars?} David Bowle, makes a reappearance this month. Bowie 

has never been afraid of unusual or difficult subjects and Merry 
Christmas Mr Lawrence is no exception. Setin a Japanese POW camp 
this film is distinguishad from the commaon run by the fact that ithasa 
Japanese director, NAGISA OSHIMA, and a British producer: and the 
cast is led by tworock stars from Eastand West, an English actorand a 

Japanese comedian, The film is a genuine and partly successful 
atternpt to explain the Japanese to the world and vice versa through 

the stary of the clash between two radically different cultures. Not a 

perfect film but a very interesting one. 

Among the other new films this month, Krull is a sort of Sci Fi Fairy tale 
which is mainly notable for a plethora of special effects. Trading 

Places is a splendid American comedy based on the simple idea of a 
bet between two eldery money men that they can make a financial 
genius out of a bum and push a man with all the advantages into the 
gutter. The brilliant Eddie Murphy is the bum who becomes the sharp 
Wall Street man and Dan Ackroyd is the self satisfied Ivy Leaguer who 
comes down to earth hard. An excellent supporting role from 
Denholm Elliott as the butler who has a rather surprising change of 
masters! Scarlace is an overlong and vary violent gangster film but itis 
also full of talent and tension. 

We have done well for new films this month, over half are fairly recent 
and new to Rheindahlen. But of course repeats are not always a bad 
thing, not when they give the opportunity to catch up with, oreven see 
again, films of the cailibre of Educating Rita and Local Hero. Apart 
from being twao of the films | most enjoyed last year, these are two films 
which show the excellence of the British film industry (when it can find 
any money!).
